Enclosed is a Discussion guide for Instructors on Smoking in Films.”  It is a lesson plan that can be handled in one or two class sessions to help prevent tobacco addiction in youth and young people.  This lesson plan can be (1) adapted for an informal discussion or (2) it can be a role playing exercise designed to engage students in a thoughtful debate between young people and the movie industry about how smoking in films affects smoking rates.

This kit is based on a “real life” event that we had in Marin County with the California Youth Advocacy Network in which we had invited the Motion Picture Association to debate young people and explain the sudden increase in smoking by film stars.  Be re-enacting this debate, young people will gain an in-depth understanding of the complexity of the issue and come to their own conclusions through critical thinking skills.

Included in this kit are:
